Mobile phones must not be used to answer assessments.

Students Video should be ON during the exam.

The Assessment Form Response will be closed as per the Exam Time schedule.

Join the Zoom 10 mins before the exam timing.
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We would also like you to remind your children about the ACADEMIC HONESTY POLICY.
