The exam paper comprises of the three following sections:

SECTION C: Poetry 15 marks

3. Sequencing of and description of important events and situations
4. Matching events, characters, situations, themes, dialogues

5. Importance of the opening of the novels

6. Importance of the ending of the novel-Oranges in No Man’s Land

7. Importance/implications of the titles of the novel

8. Writer’s point-of-view/s

9. Student’s response to the story titles, plot development, events, situations and settings

in the story
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Questions on section C will be set on one or two unseen poems. They will focus on:

1. Ideas and themes expressed in the poems

2. Identifying the narrator of the poem

3. Understanding the relevance/suitability of the title of the poem

4. Identification and explanation of poetic features with evidence:

Simile
Metaphor
Onomatopoeia
Personification
Alliteration
Repetition

Rhyme

5. Understanding and commenting on ‘surface’ and ‘hidden’ meanings
