4) EXAMINATION RULES AND REGULATIONS YEARS 1-10:

Please go through these carefully and read them with your children.

a) If your child is ill and unable to attend school please send an email to the class teacher
informing them of the absence. We will re-schedule exams that have been missed for this
reason. Re-scheduled exams might be scheduled for a Saturday and/ or Sunday depending
on how many exams have been missed.

b) Students must carry their stationery in a transparent plastic case or pouch. No borrowing
will be permitted so please ensure that you have the required pens, pencils, erasers and

geometry items as needed.

c) NO SMARTWATCHES ALLOWED DURING EXAMINATIONS



d) Students must not have in their possession any electronic devices to include but not limited
to mobile phones, smart watches, tablets, laptops, Bluetooth devices, ipods, mp3/4 players
etc. If any of these items are found with a student during an exam , they will be given a
ZEro.

e) Students must not have any unauthorised material during an examination - notes, chits of
paper with written notes, any written notes concealed in the desk or on the person. If any
of these are found with a student during an examination, they will be given a zero.

f) Students must not resort to any form of malpractice during an examination , they must not
speak to any other students during an examination. Any form of malpractice will lead to

being given a zero for that particular examination.
g) Students writing with pen MUST ONLY USE A BLACK BALL POINT PEN.

h) NO ink erasers, correcting fluid or ink killers are permitted for examinations.

i) Students must be on time for exams, no extra time will be given to late comers.

5) EXAMINATION RULES AND REGULATIONS YEARS 11,12 and 13:

These rules are more detailed and have been sent to the class group email. Please go through

these carefully and read them with your children.

6) IN CASE OF NO EXAMS ON A PARTICULAR DAY YEARS 1-10:

Students from years 1-10 must be in school even on a day when no exam has been scheduled.

7) BOOK REVIEW YEARS 4-10:

Students from years 4-10 will have their Book review writing task on the 1st of February 2023

NGRT - NEW GROUP READING TEST YEARS TWO TO TEN

Dear Parents,

Warm greetings. Our school as mandated by KHDA has to undertake the NGRT for students in
Years Two to Ten. The government of Dubai has mandated that all students from ages 6 - 16
undertake a standardized reading literacy test thrice a year. This year we will be undertaking the
test twice but from the next Academic Year students will do the test three times in the year. We

invite you to read on for further information.

NGRT is a fully adaptive, standardised, termly reading assessment. As it’s adaptive, it
offers a personalised experience for each student, ensuring it’s accessible for those

who are struggling and challenging for those who need to be stretched, so you can get

to the root of any problems identified precisely and quickly.

There is no more crucial skill for success in any subject than reading, so being able to accurately
assess and monitor this is essential. NGRT is proven to deliver a reliable assessment of reading
comprehension, set against national benchmarks. Using it regularly helps to quickly spot problems
that will hold back a child’s progress, with customised practical classroom solutions for each

student and the ability to demonstrate the impact of the interventions you put in place.

The amount to be paid for the NGRT is AED 70/- ONLY. Next year with three cycles of the test it
will be AED 105, keeping in mind that the charges stay the same. This amount must be paid only

via the SKIPLY APP and a soft copy of the receipt must be emailed to the class teacher. The

deadline for payment is 31st January 2023.

Please note that during the examinations (for years one through ten and twelve),the day
will continue as a school day after the morning’s exams and students will be encouraged
to actively revise for the next exam and complete any practice work or revision as part of
that preparation. We would like to remind all parents that as per KHDA policy all schools
are mandated to complete a certain number of instructional days in the academic year (
which do not include examination days ) and hence we trust that you will understand that
we have tried our best to balance out the timetable with the best interests of the children

as a priority.




During Final Examinations in May 2023, students will be allowed to leave to go home after
However if any year group has an indication of the timetable of ‘No exams/no lessons’ on

a particular day, then they may remain at home on that day.

Please do not come to pick up your child after the morning’s exam unless there is a medical

certificate for an illness.
